You hem me

in behind and before, and you lay your hand upon me. Such knowledge

is too wonderful for me, too lofty for me to attain.

If I go up to the heavens, you are there; if | make my bed in the depths,

you are there. If | rise on the wings of the dawn, if | settle on the far side

of the sea, even there your hand will guide me, your right hand will hold
me fast. If | say, “Surely the darkness will hide me and the light become
night around me,” even the darkness will not be dark to you; the night

will shine like the day, for darkness is as light to you.

This is our prayer for you as you embark on this journey. Thankful to

know all of you, and excited to see the ways God works in your life this fall!

In the past God spoke to our ancestors through the prophets
at many times and in various ways, but in these last days he
has spoken to us by his Son, whom he appointed heir of all
things, and through whom also he made the universe.

Finally Pilate handed him over to them to be crucified. So

the soldiers took charge of Jesus. Carrying his own cross, he
went out to the place of the Skull (which in Aramaic is called
Golgotha). There they crucified him, and with him two others—
one on each side and Jesus in the middle. Pilate had a notice
prepared and fastened to the cross. It read: Jesus of Nazareth,
the King of the Jews. Many of the Jews read this sign, for the
place where Jesus was crucified was near the city, and the

sign was written in Aramaic, Latin and Greek. The chief priests
of the Jews protested to Pilate, “Do not write ‘The King of the
Jews,’ but that this man claimed to be king of the Jews.” Pilate
answered, “What | have written, | have written.” When the
soldiers crucified Jesus, they took his clothes, dividing them
into four shares, one for each of them, with the undergarment
remaining. This garment was seamless, woven in one piece from
top to bottom. “Let’s not tear it,” they said to one another. “Let’s
decide by lot who will get it.” This happened that the scripture
might be fulfilled that said, “They divided my clothes among
them and cast lots for my garment.” So this is what the soldiers
did. Near the cross of Jesus stood his mother, his mother’s sister,
Mary the wife of Clopas, and Mary Magdalene. When Jesus

saw his mother there, and the disciple whom he loved standing
nearby, he said to her, “Woman, here is your son,” and to the
disciple, “Here is your mother.” From that time on, this disciple
took her into his home. Later, knowing that everything had now
been finished, and so that Scripture would be fulfilled, Jesus said,
“I am thirsty.” A jar of wine vinegar was there, so they soaked a
sponge in it, put the sponge on a stalk of the hyssop plant, and
lifted it to Jesus' lips. When he had received the drink, Jesus
said, “It is finished.” With that, he bowed his head and gave up
his spirit.

LUKE 2:22-40

When the time came for the purification rites required by the Law of
Moses, Joseph and Mary took him to Jerusalem to present him to the
Lord (as it is written in the Law of the Lord, “Every firstborn male is to be
consecrated to the Lord”), and to offer a sacrifice in keeping with what is
said in the Law of the Lord: “a pair of doves or two young pigeons.” Now
there was a man in Jerusalem called Simeon, who was righteous and
devout. He was waiting for the consolation of Israel, and the Holy Spirit
was on him. It had been revealed to him by the Holy Spirit that he would
not die before he had seen the Lord’s Messiah. Moved by the Spirit,

he went into the temple courts. When the parents brought in the child
Jesus to do for him what the custom of the Law required, Simeon took
him in his arms and praised God, saying:

“Sovereign Lord, as you have promised, you may now dismiss your
servant in peace. For my eyes have seen your salvation, which you have
prepared in the sight of all nations: a light for revelation to the Gentiles,
and the glory of your people Israel.”

The child’s father and mother marveled at what was said about him.
Then Simeon blessed them and said to Mary, his mother: “This child is
destined to cause the falling and rising of many in Israel, and to be a
sign that will be spoken against, so that the thoughts of many hearts
will be revealed. And a sword will pierce your own soul too.” There

was also a prophet, Anna, the daughter of Penuel, of the tribe of Asher.
She was very old; she had lived with her husband seven years after her
marriage, and then was a widow until she was eighty-four. She never left
the temple but worshiped night and day, fasting and praying. Coming
up to them at that very moment, she gave thanks to God and spoke
about the child to all who were looking forward to the redemption of
Jerusalem. When Joseph and Mary had done everything required by the
Law of the Lord, they returned to Galilee to their own town of Nazareth.
And the child grew and became strong; he was filled with wisdom, and
the grace of God was on him.
